BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

April 14, 2011

The meeting was brought to order at 2:00 P.M. a quorum was established.  The meeting was held at Laurel Ridge Recreation Center .  Those present were: Bob Lytle (P), John Zoffoli (VP), Rita Klarquist (T), Clara Osterhoudt (S) Richard Vehrs (D), Paul Welch (D), also in attendance was Diane Evans (VSC) and several members of the association (see sign-in sheet).  

MINUTES:

Motion to waive the reading of the March 10, 2011 minutes by Rich Vehrs, second by John Zoffoli, all in favor. MOTION Passed.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Rita Klarquist 

Checking and Savings as of March 31, 2011, $171,565.33; Current Assets: $8,555.10 Utility Deposit: $200.00; Total Monies: $180,320.43  Motion to accept and file for audit the Treasurer’s Report as read, by Clara Osterhoudt, seconded by Rich Vehrs, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.

WEB SITE: Jack Husler

The company who services the web site is selling the business.  The new owner is not known at this time.  The MOD Guidelines are not on the web site at this time due to difficulties getting it loaded on the site.
DEED RESTRICTION/MODIFICATION – Paul Welch:

John Palmer:  Bryna Johnson has resigned from the MOD Committee, thank you Bryna for your years of service.  All request that come before the committee when approved will be approved in a motion from the committee members.  Diane (VSC) and Carol Turnquist will be doing inspections of the area on Monday April 18th.  The committee is down by two (2) members if anyone is interested please see any member on the committee or John Palmer.  The committee would like to have 9 members to cover the vacancies during the summer months.  The committee will not take any action on a complaint unless the complaint has been signed.
SECRETARY’S REPORT Clara Osterhoudt: 
Please notify Clara Osterhoudt when there any changes in scheduling of events at the Recreation Building.

COMMUNICATIONS Sue Hare:  Current adds that are in the Leaf will be renewed for another 3 months.
If a renter needs a key for the pool they must obtain the key from the owner of the property.
ACTIVITIES COMMITTEE: Jill Killorin: Ice Cream Social will be May 15 @ 6pm.  The socials will pick up again in October.
MAINTENANCE - Rich Vehrs:  

The road damage due to the irrigation system has been repaired.  Most of the trail has been mulched and will be open to pedestrian traffic when finished.  

Jumpers has given a proposal to do necessary tree maintenance in the amount of $900.00.

Motion by Paul Welch to approve the proposal from Jumpers Tree Service in the amount of $900.00 to do tree maintenance work in the common area, second by John Zoffoli, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
Motion by Paul Welch to accept the proposal from Superior Lawn and Tree Service to trim out the Palm Trees at the pool in the amount of $200.00, second by John Zoffoli, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
Sod Replacement:  There will be a total of 10 pallets from Mann-Icure, 6 will go to Hillwood, two (2) to Greenside and two (2) will go in the Common Area at the entrance.  

OLD BUSINESS:

The Association has received a proposal from Mann-Icure to replace the irrigation clocks, they will be replaced with digital clocks.  Hillwood will be getting 1 digital to replace the 4 analog clocks, Greenside will be getting 1 digital clock to replace the 3 analog clocks and the Common Area will have 1 digital clock installed behind the entrance sign to the clubhouse.  For a total amount of $2,255.44 for 3 digital clocks installed.
Motion by Paul Welch to install 3 digital irrigation clocks 1 in Hillwood to replace the 4 analog, 1 in Greenside to replace the 3 analog and 1 in the Common Area behind the wall at the entrance to the club house, in the amount of $2255.44 installed second by John Zoffoli, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
Wells Barbara Lange:  CAM Well will be leaving the area and has suggested that Tri County Well & Pump be contacted to continue the process of investigating the possibility of getting the wells in Hillwood back in operation.  Barb is to have a villa meeting with Tri County Well & Pump, and come back to the Board in May with the decision from the residents of Hillwood.  
MANAGER’S REPORT Diane Evans, LCAM

A letter was sent to the School District asking that the busses travel at a slower speed while going through Laurel Ridge.  Crystal Cleans starting date is April 15th.  A letter was sent to BonBon releasing her from the cleaning contract.  There are several vacant lot owners who are not paying their mowing assessment.  It is suggested that the Association file a separate lien on those owners and not tie it into the Annual Assessment lien.
Motion by Rich Vehrs to file a separate lien on the owners who have vacant lots and are not paying the mowing fee, and not to attach this lien to the Annual Assessment lien, second by Clara Osterhoudt, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
NEW BUSINESS:PLANNING COMMITTEE:  
The Planning Committee is active and has six (6) members on the committee.
The Association will purchase 50 lbs of grass seed for the hill behind Jademoor.

Motion to adjourn by John Zoffoli, seconded by Rich Vehrs, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
