BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

August 11, 2011

The meeting was brought to order at 2:00 P.M. a quorum was established.  The meeting was held at Central Ridge Library Community Room and called to order by John Zoffoli (VP).  Those present were: John Zoffoli (VP), Rita Klarquist (T), Clara Osterhoudt (S) Richard Vehrs (D), also in attendance was Diane Evans (VSC) and several members of the association (see sign-in sheet).  Those absent were Bob Lytle (P) and Paul Welch (D).
MINUTES:

Motion to waive the reading and accept the minutes of the June, 2011 Board of Directors Meeting, by , Rita Klarquist second by Rich Vehrs, all in favor. Motion Passed.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Rita Klarquist 

Checking and Savings as of July 31, 2011, $143,746.97; Current Assets: $6,045.06 Utility Deposit: $200.00; Total Monies: $149,992.03.
Motion to accept and file for audit the Treasurer’s Report as read, by Clara Osterhoudt, seconded by Rich Vehrs, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.

DEED RESTRICTION/MODIFICATION – Paul Welch:

Diane Evans filled in for John Palmer and Paul Welch, who were absent.  Diane read the ruling from the attorney Ann Hathorn from Beck and Poliakoff.  “Ann would NOT recommend that the Board attempt to demand that this owner remove the flat shingles and install a roof with “Architectural/Dimensional” shingles, as Ann does not think that the Association will prevail.  The owner will argue that she is in compliance with ARTICLE IX, Section 22, and that when her roof was initially constructed, flat shingles were allowed.”  
RECOMMMENDATION: 

1. Require the owner to obtain retroactive approval for her roof replacement, and approve the roof.
2. Go through the community and list other homes in the community with flat shingle roofs that were installed when the Declaration allowed for such shingles.
3. If the owners must replace their roofs, the board should try to get the owners to do so with the allowed “Architectural/Dimensional” shingles.

4. Board should propose an amendment to resolve the conflict between the Declaration sections In ARTICLE IX, Sections 2 and 22, .where the language “replacing the roof with the same/similar style, color, etc. of shingles, and make sure that the language in ARTICLE IX, Section 2 is comprehensive enough to cover all roof replacements.  
Attorney’s written ruling is on file.

SECRETARY’S REPORT Clara Osterhoudt:
Clara Osterhoudt:  The contract for the pest control around the Recreation Center has been signed with J.D. Pest Control, within the amount allotted ($500.00).

Calendar Posting:  The calendar will be included in the “Leaf”, if there are special events that are not on the calendar Clara will post the event by the pool area.
The date for the 2012 Annual Meeting will be March 15, 2010.

Sue Hare: The “Leaf” has picked up one new advertiser and one renewal.  In the October issue of the Leaf” a new Susie’s List will be published.
Jill Killorin:  September will be the first meeting for the Activities Committee to plan out the calendar for 2011/2012 activities.
MAINTENANCE - Rich Vehrs:  

The two trees on Player Path have not been trimmed by Jumpers as of today (call Chris from Jumpers).  The Fire Bushes in the common area on Jademoor have not been trimmed (management please contract Mann-icure).  The Palm trees in the pool area will be trimmed at $20.00 each.  
The watering program in Greenside and Hillwood will be changed this week back to a 5 day watering schedule.
OLD BUSINESS:

Wells John Zoffoli/Barbara Lange:  The common area next to 4650 N Crestline can be used to gain access to the well site.  However, the trees in that area will have to be removed.
MANAGER’S REPORT Diane Evans, LCAM

A hand out was given to the Board from Thomas Electric for the electrical work that was requested from the July meeting, concerning the pool area for lighting.  The cost came in at $550.00 to install 4 motion detectors, replace 2 photo cells and install a flood light on the storage shed behind the Recreation Center.  
Motion by Rich Vehrs to approve the dollar amount of $550.00 for the project with the stipulation that Rich Vehrs meet with Thomas Electric (contractor) first before any work is started to determine if everything on the list is needed, second by Clara Osterhoudt, all in favor.  Motion Passed.
