BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

June 9, 2011

The meeting was brought to order at 2:00 P.M. a quorum was established.  The meeting was held at Central Ridge Library Community Room and called to order by Bob Lytle (P).  Those present were: John Zoffoli (VP), Rita Klarquist (T), Clara Osterhoudt (S) Richard Vehrs (D), Paul Welch (D), also in attendance was Diane Evans (VSC) and several members of the association (see sign-in sheet).

MINUTES:

Motion to waive the reading of the June 9, 2011 minutes by John Zoffoli, second by Rich Vehrs, all in favor. MOTION PASSED.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Rita Klarquist 

Checking and Savings as of June 30, 2011, $161,381.10; Current Assets: $5,742.76 Utility Deposit: $200.00; Total Monies: $167,323.86  Motion to accept and file for audit the Treasurer’s Report as read, by Paul Welch , seconded by John Zoffoli, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.

DEED RESTRICTION/MODIFICATION – Paul Welch:

The Community Garage Sale was discussed it was decided to ask for a vote of the Board.

Motion to have a one (1) day Community Garage Sale in Laurel Ridge once a year by Paul Welch, second by Clara Osterhoudt, Motion failed.
Modification Committee John Palmer:  John reported on the committees findings concerning the issue of the roof at 511 Hillwood Path.  The committee suggested to write a letter to the owner a letter stating her non compliance in not going before the MOD Committee for request on a replacement roof.  There is still concern if the owner should be made to replace the new roof that had been installed.  The Board decided to get a legal opinion from an attorney.

Motion to retain Ann Hathorn attorney from Becker & Poliakoff to review the amendments in Article IX Section 2 and Section of the documents and give a written legal interpretation of the amendment, by Paul Welch, second by John Zoffoli, all in favor.  Motion Passed.
SECRETARY’S REPORT Clara Osterhoudt:
In the absence of Sue Hare Clara gave a brief report for Sue.  Look for an updated resident sheet in the “Leaf” sometime in October.  Clara requested that signs be posted in the Recreation Center to please return tings back where you have gotten them from.  Bob Lytle will make the signs and post them.
MAINTENANCE - Rich Vehrs:  

The mulch project has not been completed on the hill behind Jademoor.
Action:  Diane Evans to contact Chris from Jumpers to see when this will be completed. 

Action:  Contact Jerry Mann and get a price to install shrubs around the well equipment in Hillwood.
OLD BUSINESS:

Wells John Zoffoli/Barbara Lange:  Ray Townsley from Citrus Wells completed the installation of the new pump and the wells are up and running.  The bill has been paid and was divided by the Common Area paying 16% of the project and Hillwood paying 84% of the project.
MANAGER’S REPORT Diane Evans, LCAM

A written report was submitted.  JD Smith submitted a proposal for the pest control at the pool and recreation center in the amount of  Annual cost of $460.00 for three (3) treatments per year for pest control and a one time application of $180 with a one year guarantee to come back and re-spray when needed.
Motion by John Zoffoli to hire a Pest Control contractor to service the Recreation Center for bugs and rodents and to spray for the ant problem around the buildings and the pool area in the amount of $500.00, second by Paul Welch, all in favor.  Motion Passed.

Diane Evans gave a brief presentation on Guarantying of collections.  Where the Association would amend into the Deed Restrictions if a mortgage was secured to buy into Laurel Ridge would require a percentage of a down payment on the mortgage.
The office has received the statement of Lien Waver from Cope’s Pool and Pavers.

The office has received a copy of the irrigation watering schedule from Jerry Mann of Mann-icure Landscaping

Rich Vehrs requested that Mann-icure trim the hedge on the tree lot on Jademoor to the height of five (5) feeet.
NEW BUSINESS:
The Board reviewed the Planning Committee’s wish list and will make provisions in next years budget for some of the items.  
The board will be getting bids on updating the landscape at the front entrance on Forest Ridge Blvd, the island at the pool area and the horseshoe area, and the street gutter caps power washed yearly.
The members of the Finance Committee will be Bob Lytle, John Zoffoli, Jack Husler, Bryna Johnson, George Plotts, and Diane Evans and Michelle Maidlow form VSC.
OUESTIONS FROM THE OWNERS:

The owners had concerns regarding the weed problem in Laurel Ridge and Hillwood area around the villas management will talk to Mann-icure with the concerns of the owners.
Motion to adjourn by John Zoffoli, seconded by Paul Welch, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
