MINUTES:

Motion to waive the reading of the April 14, 2011 minutes by Rich Vehrs, second by Paul Welch, all in favor. MOTION PASSED.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Rita Klarquist 

Checking and Savings as of April 30, 2011, $168,269.09; Current Assets: $8,382.26 Utility Deposit: $200.00; Total Monies: $176,851.35  Motion to accept and file for audit the Treasurer’s Report as read, by Rita Klarquist, seconded by Clara Osterhoudt, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.

The web site had 10,000 viewers in the month of April.

DEED RESTRICTION/MODIFICATION – Paul Welch:

If you have a problem with any letter that is sent to you regarding a deed violation, contact either John Palmer or Paul Welch in writing with your concern.

In Bob Lytle’s absence a letter was read by John Zoffoli, concerning the issue on the conditions of the lawns and that it was understood that with the watering restrictions in the past that the lawns have suffered.  Those restrictions have been lifted and you are now able to water twice a week.
The Courtesy letter that was sent to owners concerning the conditions of the lawns was a reminder to look at your lawn and what will have to be done to fix the problem that exists.  If you have received a letter please make sure you contact the Management office and speak to Diane Evans, so a second letter can be avoided.

MAINTENANCE - Rich Vehrs:  

The mulch on the trail is almost complete and the trail is open to the owners.  The grass seed has been spread on the hill behind Jademoor.  Jumpers are still working on the trimming of the trees in the common areas.  Rich will check on the location of the Red Tips next to the Glazer property and determine if the bushes are in the common area.  The palm trees by the pool have been trimmed.
Action:  Diane Evans to contact Mann-Icure to trim the hedges around the electrical box by the entrance of the Laurel Ridge Recreation sign located next to 4731 N Crestline.  

Rich has requested that management get a copy of the directions to the new digital irrigation control clocks.

OLD BUSINESS:

Wells Barbara Lange:  Ray Townsley from Citrus Wells will charge $68.00 per hour and has approximately 2 1/2 hours of work to determine if the wells are operational.  He will do a pressure test to see if there is any vibration and noise caused from the well.  He will also test the water for chemicals. 
Motion by Rich Vehrs to approve $400.00 to have Citrus Well and Pump test the wells for noise and the amount of water that can be pumped from the well to efficiently water the grounds in Hillwood, and to test for chemical compounds in the water, second by Clara Osterhoudt, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
MANAGER’S REPORT Diane Evans, LCAM

The office has had no complaints regarding the bus traffic.  According to Clara the buses are still speeding on the streets, and have driven over new sod that was laid at the corner of Jademoor.  This happened May 10, 2011.
Action: Please have Greg from Crystal Clear remove the excess water from the floors after they have been cleaned.  
NEW BUSINESS:
Action: Check with Jerry from Mann-icure to see what the projected date is for laying the sod. 
Question was raised regarding the condition of the common area on Jademoor.

Motion was made by Paul Welch to look into the common area at Jademoor to see if anything can be done in that area, second by Rita Klarquist in favor John Zoffoli, Paul Welch, Rich Vehrs, Rita Klarquist.  Opposed, Clara Osterhoudt.

Action: Management to make a list from the Landscape Contract on what the responsibilities are for the landscape crew to perform in the villas and common area.

Question was raised if the owners could do a Garage Sale for one day through out the community.  No decision was made.
Motion to adjourn by Rich Vehrs, seconded by Paul Welch, all in favor.  MOTION PASSED.
